South Asia 
Hyderabad (HIGH-druh-bahd), India - The Telugu-speaking Kapu people are one of the top five 
largest unreached people groups in the city of Hyderabad. Although the Kapu people are of the 
Shudra community or lowest caste in the Hindu system, the Kapu in Hyderabad are classified as a 
forward caste by the government because the people are, on average, ahead of other Indians both 
socially and economically. "Kapu" means "farmer" or "protector" in Telugu. The Kapu people are still 
predominantly farmers today, but many have branched out into other sectors. Pray that many Hindu 
Kapu will have the opportunity to hear God's Word, and ask that they will then welcome it and 
produce a harvest 30, 60, and 100 times what was planted (Matthew 13:23)!
